Woodland and Homestead juxtaposes two visions of our world this June at the Loading Dock Gallery in Lowell.  Traditional New England architecture sparkles in the pastels of Nita Leger Casey. Gwen Cory paints the forest threatened by climate change. Their art asks us to remember that Woodland and Homestead together make our home.
Nita Leger Casey works primarily in pastels, a medium she chooses for richness and color. In Woodland and Homestead, Casey records New England scenery, from town to farm to country. She works outdoors whenever possible.  With layered color Casey’s pieces share a serenity of vision, revealing the peace and balance in each moment. Born and raised in France, Casey studied art in Paris and has over 50 years of experience painting, teaching, and running a gallery. She has lived in France, Panama, Germany, and Italy, and feels lucky to have settled in New England, where “beauty is all around me, from mountains to the seashore.” 
Gwen Cory examines nature with expressive, bold, colorful oil paintings. Her trees and forests rise against stormy skies. She paints trees’ relationships to themselves and the earth.  She believes the tree is the best technology for fighting climate change.  Cory learned young about stewardship of the earth. In her small home town, where her grandfather was a dairy farmer, she watched open spaces give way to asphalt.  Cory’s paintings reflect love of and concern for the environment: “My work is about observing nature and intuitively painting, sometimes with very little reference.” She paints “the connection between each other and the earth.” A graduate of Rhode Island School of Design, Cory works as a designer and painter. She lives in the Boston area, and paints at Western Avenue Studios in Lowell.
Woodland and Homestead runs June 1-26 at the Loading Dock Gallery at Western Avenue Studios, a part of Loading Dock Arts, Inc.  The opening reception will be on Saturday, June 4, from 5 - 7 pm, following First Saturday Open Studios at Western Avenue Studios.
