How does a master craftsman capture the rich beauty of exotic wood, and literally “turn it” into a work of art? Master woodturner Eric Grant blends South American bloodwood, rosewood and other vivid species into vases and bowls on his lathe, in colors so rich that stains are never needed. Complimenting Eric’s stunning wood creations, gifted Lowell, MA photographer John Wren will reveal the hidden art of wood in our everyday lives, including the beauty of the woodturning process itself.   

Eric strives to exhibit “the beauty, warmth and artistic expression that goes into handmade wood designs.” His creations blend matching and contrasting wood grains as they encircle the piece, setting a rhythm that echoes the turning lathe. Cut blocks of wood come alive again as lustrous curved vessels, a delight to behold. 

John, a native of a Brockton, MA, built his first darkroom at age 14. He later honed his technical skills during USAF service in Thailand, and is now a media designer and technology instructor at UMass-Lowell. His eye gives us vision for wooden objects great and small, near and far, celebrating the noble soul of a tree.

WÜD runs from March 30th through May 1st at the Loading Dock Gallery at Western Avenue Studios, Lowell MA, with an opening reception on April 2 from 5-7pm, immediately following First Saturday Open Studios.
